Agriculture Symposium - Honors Presentation 
Information to a Non-Peer Group

Description

The purpose of this assignment is to develop public speaking skills while delivering agricultural information to a non-peer group.  This project is not intended to be a presentation to an agriculture class.  Through this assignment students will be responsible for selecting a topic and advertising their presentation.  The agriculture teacher may help students by identifying possible topics and opportunities for presenting.
As part of this assignment students should create appropriate visual aids to enhance the overall presentation.  Appropriate visual aids can include, but are not limited to: PowerPoint Presentations, posters, storyboards, tri-fold presentation boards, etc. Students may also chose to bring a “product” to enhance their visual aid. Students should also create appropriate advertising materials to increase attendance at their presentations.  Advertising materials could include mailers, brochures, posters, newspaper or radio advertisements, etc.

SAE

It would be in the student’s best interest to combine this project with their SAE project.  Students could do Analytical or Experimental Research and then create a speech based upon their research.  In addition, the student will be able to use pictures and materials created during their SAE to satisfy components for the presentation project.  Finally, students could use hours finalized for the presentation and research project to satisfy the 30 hours needed for the SAE project.
Presentation

Each student will present on Wednesday, March 16th at 6:00pm at the FFA Alumni Agriculture Symposium.  You should wear professional attire and bring visuals to present in front of both Ms. Durdock and Mrs. Riedel, and members of the audience.  You are responsible for securing three non-peers to attend your presentation.  In addition, there may be others in attendance to create an audience of at least five.  If you do not participate in this presentation (under extenuating circumstances), you will need to set up your own presentation that will take place at the school with a minimum of five audience members (non-peers). 

Rubric
This presentation will be assessed based on the following areas:

A. Accuracy of Information

0. Information presented is not accurate

1. Most information is inaccurate or there are more than 5 errors

2. Some information is accurate, there are 5-10 errors

3. Information is accurate, there are 3-5 errors

4. Information is mostly accurate, there are 1-2 errors

5. All information is accurate, there is a works cited, there are no errors

B. Presentation and Delivery

0. Presentation not completed

1. Presentation is poorly delivered, a lack of preparation is evident

2. Presentation is delivered with more than 5 mistakes in delivery

3. Presentation is delivered effectively with 3-4 mistakes

4. Presentation is clear and well delivered with 1-2 mistakes

5. Presentation is clear, 3-5 minutes in length, and well delivered with no mistakes

C. Advertising of Presentation (minimum of 3 non-peers in attendance)
0. Presentation is not advertised and/or fewer than one non-peer attends the presentation
1. Presentation advertising is incomplete and/or fewer than two non-peers attend.
2. Presentation advertising is complete with 3 copies distributed but not distributed and/or fewer than three non-peers.
3. Presentation advertising is developed and distributed (3) but lacks appeal and proper distribution and/or fewer than three non-peers attend. Advertisement is submitted at least three days in advance of the presentation. Advertisement is lacking in some aspect.
4. Three non-peers attend the presentation and at least five people attend the session.  Advertising (3) is distributed one week ahead of presentation and is professionally done.
5. Presentation is well advertised a week before the date and all materials are appealing and properly distributed, at least three non-peers attend the presentation and seven others attend the session.  In addition, an Evite or another virtual method of invitation is created and sent to those who will attend and Mrs. Riedel.
D. Product
0. Product not developed

1. Product developed but inappropriate for presentation 
2. Product developed but lack attention to detail

3. Product is appealing and appropriate but does not add to presentation  
4. Product is appealing, appropriate, and adds to presentation but need more work
5. Product is appealing, appropriate and adds to presentation. Very professional. 
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
