Step one: 
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Start by logging into the FFA.org website with your username and password.

Step two: 

Once logged in, scroll to the bottom of the ffa.org homepage.  You will then click the “My Journey” Box located on the bottom left side of the page.  It will be the first box in a series of four boxes.  
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Step Three: 

Once you have clicked the box labeled “My Journey” click again where it says “My Journey”. After clicking here you will be taken to the My Journey homepage. 
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Step four: 

After you click the My Journey tab you will find yourself on the My Journey landing page.  From here, click one of the three circles “Explore”, “Build”, or “Connect” to enter My Journey. 




step five: 

Congratulations! You made it into My Journey, and can now enjoy the three different content areas, the archived pages from the past year and the view that the students have. Click any of the yellow boxes at the top of the page to go to that area.  


Step six: 

Once you click on the “Explore” tab you will see the categories below.  The specific content in many of these boxes changes bi-monthly.  In order to access the content, click once on the box, then click another time on the title of the item you are interested in. 

Important Items Under the Explore Tab: Ag Explorer, SAE Idea Cards, Keynote Lesson (featuring real keynotes and retiring addresses from the National FFA Convention), and SAE Lesson (featuring real students showcasing their SAE) 
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** key/legend** 
The Key/Legend is located at the bottom of each page and shows what the symbols on the boxes represent.  The “i” with the circle around it signifies information, the pencil signifies matching content on the student side, the hourglass signifies lesson plan length, and the abbreviations represent the agricultural pathway that the item could represent. 
Content Switch countdown
At the top of the page there is a countdown that will let you know how many days there are until the next content switch. This countdown will appear on the top of the explore, build and connect pages. 

Step seven: 

Once you click on the “Build” tab you will see the categories below.  The specific content in many of these boxes changes bi-monthly. In order to access the content, click once on the box, then click another time on the title of the item you are interested in.
Important Items Under the Build Page: The FFA Resume Generator, We Are FFA Builder, and Advocacy Lesson. 






step eight: 
Once you click on the “Connect” tab you will see the categories below.  The specific content in many of these boxes changes bi-monthly. In order to access the content, click once on the box, then click another time on the title of the item you are interested in.

Important Items Under the Connect Tab: Current Event Lesson (this is a worksheet that can be customized to any article and used multiple times), Day in the Life (showcases non-traditional careers in agriculture), and the CDE Lesson (a CDE/LDE lesson set that focuses on teaching CDEs and LDEs from the ground up. 
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step Nine:
The “Archive” page shows all of the pages that have been available in past months. This page shows the month and each of  the explore, build and connect pages for that month.  This is important because it will show you items that you may have seen before a content switch that you are now looking for. Everything from the last 12 months can be found here, anything that was before that will be located in the “Document Library”. 
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Step ten: 

The My Journey Document Library contains all of the documents and lesson plans that have been used on My Journey since its start.  If you are needing to search for something specific you can type a key word depicting what you are looking for and the lessons tagged to that will come up in the search below.  Common ways to search are by; pathway, FFA, SAE, Premier Leadership, Personal Growth, Career Success, Length, Type of Activity, or Topic.
